General Information

Flowers create atmosphere and are often the focal point, adding beauty and fragrance to any

occasion, including engagement parties, bridal showers, rehearsal dinners and of course

weddings.

Before your wedding consultation you need to:

•           Set the date

•           Set the time

•           Choose a theme and/or a color scheme

•           Decide if your wedding will be casual or formal

•           Secure the ceremony and reception site

Whether yours will be a simple at home wedding, a formal black tie affair or anything in between, you need flowers that are arranged in good taste and coordinate well with both the ceremony and the reception. It is a good idea to check with both the ceremony and reception site to make sure there are no decorating policies or restrictions. Be sure to book a florist nine to twelve months in advance, even if you’re not sure about the flowers you want. The specifics are something you and your florist can work out together closer to the event. 

A few things to consider
There are many decisions to make when planning a wedding, but after making a few of the bigger decisions, the smaller ones will fall into place.

•           What is your wedding budget? (Generally allow 10% of your total budget for flowers)

•           Would you prefer silk or fresh flowers?

•           Do you want specific flowers at any cost or do you prefer seasonal flowers?

•           Is the color more important than the type of flower?

•           Do you prefer traditional wedding flowers, or are you looking for something more exotic or trendy?

•           Will the Bridal bouquet be a cascade, a teardrop shape or a compact bunched bouquet?

•           What style of bouquet will you want for the maid of honor and bridesmaids?

•           Do you need altar, unity candle or other large arrangements for the wedding?

•           Would pew bows or decorations be appealing?

•           How would you like your reception decorated? Traditional centerpieces, candle rings, floating flowers or potted plants are just a few choices.

•           Have you considered adorning your wedding cake with flowers?

Our initial consultation is free, thereafter; we ask that you pay a deposit to save your date. This deposit then comes off the price of the flowers, but is non-refundable in the case of cancellation. Payment in full is due one week prior to the wedding.
